4. Mission Statement

5. Statement to the Public

Before a matter is placed on the 

agenda at a public meeting, the administration has thoroughly reviewed the matter with the 

Superintendent of Schools.  If the Superintendent of Schools is satisfied that the matter is ready to 

be presented to the Board of Education, it is then referred to the appropriate Board committee.  The 

members of the Board committee work with the administration and the Superintendent of Schools 

to assure that the members fully understand the matter.  When the committee is satisfied with the 

matter, it is presented to the Board of Education for discussion before any final action is taken.  

Only then is it placed on the agenda for action at a public meeting.  In rare instances, matters are 

presented to the Board of Education for discussion at the same meeting that final action may be 

taken.     

 

6. Public Comment on Agenda 

Time may be allocated for public comment at this meeting.  Each speaker may be allotted a limited 

time when recognized by the presiding officer.  Individuals wishing to address the Board shall be 

recognized by the presiding officer and shall give their names, addresses and the group, if any, that 

they represent.  Although the Board encourages public participation, it reserves the right, through 

its presiding officer, to terminate remarks to and/or by any individual not keeping with the conduct 

of a proper and efficient meeting.  During the public participation portions of this meeting, the 

Board will not respond to questions from the public involving employment, appointment, 

termination of employment, negotiations, terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the 
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performance of, promotion or disciplining of any specific or prospective or current employee.  This 

public forum is limited to comment on items included in this agenda only.

Capital Reserve Account Deposit 

( Long Range Facilities Plan Projects ) 

 

a. RESOLVED that the Manasquan Board of Education requests the approval a capital reserve 

deposit in the amount of $300,000. The district intends to utilize these funds for the local share 

of one or more projects identified in its Long Range Facilities Plan. 

 

 

Travel and Related Expense Reimbursement 

2014-2015 

 

b. WHEREAS, the Manasquan Board of Education recognizes school staff and Board members 

will incur travel expenses related to and within the scope of their current responsibilities and for 

travel that promotes the delivery of instruction or furthers the efficient operation of the school 

district; and 

 

WHEREAS, N.J.A.C. 6A:23B-1.1 et seq. requires Board members to receive approval of these 

expenses by a majority of the full voting membership of the Board and staff members to 

receive prior approval of these expenses by the Superintendent of Schools and a majority of the 

full voting membership of the Board; and 

 

WHEREAS, a Board of Education may establish, for regular district business travel only, an 

annual school year threshold of $150 per staff member where prior Board approval shall not be 

required unless this annual threshold for a staff member is exceeded in a given school year 

(July 1 through June 30); and 

 

WHEREAS, travel and related expenses not in compliance with N.J.A.C. 6A:23B-1.1 et seq., 

but deemed by the Board of Education to be necessary and unavoidable as noted on the 

approved Board of Education Out of District Travel and Reimbursement Forms; now 

 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Board of Education approves all travel not in 

compliance with N.J.A.C. 6A:23B-1.1 et seq. as being necessary and unavoidable as noted on 

the approved Board of Education Out of District Travel and Reimbursement Forms; and 

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of Education approves travel and related expense 

reimbursements in accordance with N.J.A.C. 6A:23B-1.2(b), to a maximum expenditure of 

$50,000 for all staff and board members.
